Windows Mobile/CE Setup

Setting Up Your PDA:

A few settings need to be made on your Windows Mobile PDA before it can be used on the Johnson County Library Wireless network.  You will not need to know your IP address settings because they will be assigned to your PDA using a technology called DHCP.  The following instructions describe setup procedures for Dell Axim PDA’s running Windows CE / Mobile Operating Systems.  Other manufactures will have similar setup procedures.  To setup your PDA:
· Dell Axim PDA’s have a WiFi hardware button on the left side of the unit.  This button can be used to enable /disable wireless.  It is also possible to turn on / off wireless by accessing the Dell WLAN Utility.  To access the WLAN Utility, tap on the WLAN icon in the lower right corner of the PDA.  (figure #1)  It is also possible to access the WLAN Utility by choosing “Start, Settings and Dell WLAN Utility.”  The WLAN Utility is pictured in figure #2.
· From the WLAN Utility, make sure WLAN is ON.  At this point, if you are in range of a Johnson County Library wireless network, the PDA will automatically ask the type of connection.  Typically, you should select Work then tap connect and you will automatically be connected.

Manually Setting up Wireless:
· To manually setup WiFi, first access the Dell WLAN Utility described in the previous section.  Tap on “Setting.”

· On the Settings window, select “wireless.jocolibrary” by tapping on it.  (Figure #3)  This will open a new window with three tabs, “General, Network Key and 802.1x.”  On the “General” tab, the “Network name” should be wireless.jocolibrary.  Connect to should be “The Internet.” (Figure #4)
· On the “Network Key” tab, “Authentication” should be set to “Open.”  “Data Encryption” should be set to “Disable”.  (Figure #5)
· Tap the “OK” button in the upper right.  You may have to tap “OK” several times.
· You will be connected to wireless.jocolibrary at this point.
